Fort Washington's Intermediate Fixed
Income strategy seeks to actively manage portfolios within a disciplined sector rotation and target duration framework, focusing on long-term results, utilizing a mix of fixed income securities.
Fort Washington constructs portfolios that are diversified by sector, holdings, and quality which we believe will produce favorable risk-adjusted returns. The Intermediate Fixed Income Composite
includes all fixed income accounts above $5MM managed to the maturity constraints consistent to that of an intermediate duration focused index, with the ability to invest in Investment Grade
Securities which allow for between 10%-30% allocations to High Yield and/or are restricted to invest in less than 5% in Emerging Market Securities, Non-U.S. Dollar denominated securities, and/
or any derivative investments. The strategy's fee schedule is 0.35% on the first $25 million and 0.30% on additional amounts over $25 million for separate accounts. Portfolios in this composite
include cash, cash equivalents, investment securities, interest and dividends. Cash is maintained, within each separately managed account segment, in accordance with our asset allocation ratio.
